Vintageafter
vintage,Gilleshasbeenceaselesslyimprovingthe qualityof his
wines. Although part of his vines are classedas AOC,this
talented wine producerhasdeliberatelychosenthe PaysŘΩhŎ
IGP denomination to benefit from greater freedom and
produce the wines he loves. In explainingthe successof his
winesGillesalwaysput forward team work ethic and the total
dedicationof eachteammemberto his tasks. Gillesknowslike
no other producerin SouthernFrancehow to usenew oakand
age wine. His wines all have a strong aromatic personality,
freshnessandgreatbalance.

Thunevin, Brigitte Chevalieracquireda groupof vineyardsin a
remote part of Faugèrescentered around a ziggurat-shaped
hill at an elevation of 320m above sea level. This location
affords a range of exposures from north-facing, to full
southernexposure. Underneaththesesitesis the classicsoilof
Faugèresςschist. Soil,exposureandclimate,combineto allow
Brigitte to makeswines that suit her palate, what she calls,
ά±ƛƴdu Nordin the South.έ.ǊƛƎƛǘǘŜismeticulousin her farming
and winemaking. Her vineyards are certified organic and
everythingis harvestedby handand transportedin smallbins.
Brigitte prefersnative yeast,and whole cluster fermentations
aswell asagingin tank. All winesare balanced,rich and soft,
with abundant fruit and spiciness,complex structures, fine
tannins and hints that they will continue to evolve over a
numberof years. In choosinga namefor her Domaine, Brigitte
took as inspiration an ancient goddessof the celtic tribes of
the region, Cébenna, mentioned by JuliusCesarin the first
centuryBC.

Thework in the
cellaris admirabletoo: longageingin old oakbarrelsor
in concrete eggs for its top cuvees. Alain aims to
produceexceptionalwinesthat are subtleand elegant,
with a true identity of their terroir,. Winesthat would
becomeevenmorecomplexafter severalyearsbut that
are deliciousyoung. Without a doubt this domaine is
amongthe top 10in Languedoc-Roussillon.

Domainede Mouscaillo, created by Marie-Claire and
PierreFort is one of the few independentwine growers
in the smallvillageof Roquetaillade,in the HauteVallée
de ƭΩ!ǳŘŜ. This région is influenced by both the
mediterraneanandPyrennesclimates. PierreCƻǊǘΩǎfirst
vintagewasin 2004, and with just four hectares,three
of Chardonnayand one of Pinot Noir, he is very much
his own man, with a vineyard that he can manage
without any extra hands. Although he was born in
Roquetaillade, he has worked in other vineyards,
notably spendingten yearsat Chateaude Tracyin the
Loire valley. There he made friends with the iconic
winemaker,DidierDagueneau,who encouragedhim to
makehis own wine. Havingworked in the Loire,Pierre
likes acidity. He is quietly ambitious: 'I wanted to do
somethingbetter than the others,andIŎƻǳƭŘƴΩǘdo that
with sparklingwine'. Far from any ideologyor dogma,
Pierre is working in harmonywith nature. He respects
its cycles; techniqueand executionalwayscome after
careful observation. The wines are concentratedwith
firm intensityandtightly knit fruit andwith alwaysgood
acidity.

Thatmakesfor a longer,tempered
ripening seasonand grapes that retain their balance
and acidity. Julien Zernott and Delphine Rousseau
acquiredthis estatein 2003. Hewaswell establishedin
the Loire Valleyas a consultingoenologist. Julienand
Delphinefarm old stone terrassesthe right way. They
work by hand,avoidchemicalsin favourof plant-based
vine treatments. They farm in limestone-rich north-
facingvineyardsthat permit the craftingof wineswith a
degree of freshness to complement their
Mediterraneanwarmth. Equalto the ruggedterrain and
dramatic scenery,the wines of Pasde [Ω9ǎŎŀƭŜǘǘŜare
elegant, rounded and well balanced. They display
wonderfullyfreshandfragrantsavouryaromatics.

Rémy Pedreno is an intriguing guy; unusually for
someonewho isnow soenthusiasticaboutwine, he did
not touch a drop for the first 22 yearsof his life. He
madehis very first wine in 1996from somebunchesof
Carignan, just enough for one barrel.

Exposedto wine at
an earlyage(shegrew up nearCôteRôtie),sheearned
her degreeat Montpellier while doing apprenticeships
with YvesCuilleronand PierreGaillardin the northern
Rhone. Thedomain is located in the valleyof Agly,on
shallowschistsoils(the bedrockis lessthan one meter
down in most parts of the vineyard).

The chai is in the heart of their
vineyardin the localityofάƭŀ¢ƻǳǊŜǘǘŜέ(the little tower)
over-lookingCollioure. ThisŘƻƳŀƛƴΩǎdozenhectaresof
vineyardsis meticulouslyfarmed by hand. Thelow dry
schistous stone-walls and steep slopes prevent any
form of mechanisation. Tour Vieille producesunique
and finely balanced wines of the South,
tending towards a depth of fruit that retains its
freshnessrather than an expressionof overwhelming
richness.
